The rhythm of this group is 
rather a walk and trot, ideal for riders who are coming back 
to equestrianism and would like to enjoy a safe ride. 

Third group: experienced riders looking for thrills and obstacle 
jumps. This group is lead by the Field masters of the Hunt Club 
and allows you to sample fox hunting or rides at a very good 
pace and in a location with magnifi cently designed obstacles 
to ensure an extraordinary experience for everyone.
